HPH can assist organisations in their efforts to be health promoting and act responsively to the new demands arising from organisational change currently underway within the healthcare systems and structures of both northern and southern Ireland. 

Scope and Purpose

Health Promoting Hospitals (HPH) is an International Network initiated by the WHO Regional Office for Europe. The HPH concept utilises Ottawa Principles for health promotion as a framework for action. One of the main principles of modern health promotion, as set down in the Ottawa Charter on Health Promotion, is the reorienting of health services towards health protection and health promotion.

Health promotion goals and processes need to become integral elements of all management and operational systems within the health service and in so doing, replace ineffective activities with more effective activities that promote health and social well-being.

Conference Theme

The conference programme will seek to explore and share knowledge on how HPH development is contributing to organisational change towards a health gain orientation within the health service setting on the island of Ireland. 

Plenary Sessions will examine, under a number of headings the contributions that HPH can make to the current changes within the healthcare system both North and South. While, Parallel Sessions will seek to present examples of these contributions, their impact and outcomes, particularly in terms of organisational change and where they relate specifically to the implementation of the HPH core standards.

Conference Ethos

The conference will aim to create a learning and social environment conducive to effective networking. Effective networking is critical to the exchange of information, practical experiences, transfer of knowledge and models of good health promotion and clinical practices.
